What are the advantages of managed portfolios over mutual funds? 

Both institutional and individual investors have increasingly looked to alternative assets as a method of increasing returns and 
diversifying risk. This is partially a result of increased stock market volatility in recent years but is also a result of the improved 
availability and liquidity of alternative asset investments. Investors are attracted to the asset class because returns are often more 
closely associated with the skills of the individual managers rather than general market movements.  For these reasons, alternative 
investments increasingly form an important part of any investment strategy. 

What is a managed portfolio? Similar to a mutual fund, managed portfolios allow us to buy and sell securities on your behalf. However, 
unlike a mutual fund, the individual securities are owned directly by you and not by a fund (‘pooled asset’). This difference allows 
for more personalized service based on your unique circumstances and can help minimize your tax liabilities through the selective 
realization of gains and losses. Through managed portfolios, we can also customize your investments by choosing to avoid certain 
stocks or market sectors that are not right for you.
